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Introduction

The Fast Ethernet LAN/WAN interface card (WIC) Network Modules expand the capabilities of the
Cisco 2600 and 3600 Series Routers. They provide slots for additional WICs. Some of these Network
Modules also include Fast Ethernet or Token Ring ports for LAN connectivity.

|IOS® "Plus’ feature set).

0 Does not support Fast EtherChannel.

0 Usesthe same Fast Ethernet controller as all other Cisco 2600/3600 Fast Ethernet ports.

Uses the same Token Ring chip set as the Cisco 2612 and 2613.

Supports Voice/WAN interface cards (VWICs): VWIC-IMFT-E1, VWIC-2MFT-E1,
VWIC-2MFT-E1-DI, VWIC-IMFT-T1, VWIC-2MFT-T1, VWIC-2MFT-DI,
VWIC-1IMFT-G703, and VWIC-2MFT-G703.

= Supports a maximum of two channel groups per VWIC. Does not support ISDN PRI.
Does not support: WIC36-1B-S/T, WIC36-1B-U, WIC-1B-S/T-LL, and WIC-1ENET.
Supports bisync.
Supports async with the WIC-2A/S, WIC-2T Cards.

Supports 8 Mbps aggregate across 4 ports. Support for speeds above 4 Mbps must use
WIC-2T.

WICs are not hot swappable. The network modules support hot swap in the Cisco 3660.

Configuration

Each interface on the Cisco 2600/3600 seriesis configured as a slot/unit number. Refer to Overview of
Cisco Network Modules for more information on how to identify the slot numbers. On the Mixed Media

Network Module, the interfaces are addressed as seen in thislist:

o The Fast Ethernet interface isinterface fastether net <slot>/0.

« TheToken Ring interface isinterface tokenring <slot>/0.

o A serid WIC, aT1 CSU/DSU or a56/64k channel service unit/data service unit (CSU/DSU) WIC

in slot WO isinterface serial <dot>/0.

e A BRI-S'TWICor BRI-UWICindot WOisinterfacebri <dot>/0.

e A serial WIC, aT1 CSU/DSU or a56/64k CSU/DSU WIC indot Wlisinterface serial <slot>/0

If slot WO does not contain a seria port (serial WIC or 56/64k CSU/DSU). If slot WO has a serial
WIC, the serial WIC in slot W1 isinterface serial <slot>/1.

A BRI-S/IT WIC or BRI-U WIC indot Wlisinterfacebri <dot>/0 if dot WO does not contain a
BRI WIC. If dot WO hasaBRI WIC, the BRI WIC in dlot W1 isinterface bri <dot>/1.

VWIC interfaces are E1 or T1 controllers. The controller number counts from the lowest WIC slot
and lowest controller on the VWIC. For example, controller el <slot>/0.
